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Teacher’s Guide for Using Primary Sources on Industrialization
Look through the Industrialization primary source set and decide which sources you want to use for the activity.You may want to give each group a different set of sources or you might want to give each group the same sources and see what insights each group comes up with. You can also structure the lesson as a jigsaw activity.  

Students will work as groups to complete the graphic organizer based on the documents they are given.  After the documents have been analyzed discuss the conclusions that students reached.  Consider assigning an exit card with a prompt that forces students to synthesize their learning.

Sample Prompt: To what extent did the Industrial Revolution change life in the United States? Explain your answer.
Modifications: Most of the documents are very long. You may want to select short passages from the documents for student analysis.

Some students have trouble constructing a response to the exit card prompt.  You may wish to show them the prompt and give them a sentence starter.

Example:  To what extent did the Industrial Revolution change life in the United States?

Students will write the sentence starter, circle the bold phrase of their choice and then fill in the blanks with facts to back up their choice.
