	· break students in to small groups of 3-4

· give students a bag filled with unknown items.

· the teacher will review the significant figures discussed in the previous lessons: Andrew Jackson, Sam Houston, James Polk, Sequoia, David Crockett, Nancy Ward
· the teacher will display a personal bag of some unknown significant figure, go through the items with the class, discuss their purpose and where or when they may have been used, and then determine who the bag could belong to.

· Students will then explore the bag and its contents, take notes, and determine who the bag may have belonged to.
· Each bag will contain maps, personal items, quotes, documents, events and dates, food items, etc.

· Students will work as a group to create a list of items and their possible purpose.

· Students will discuss the person’s living situations, lifestyle, occupation, hobbies, interests, etc. based on the items in the bag.
· Two small groups will get together to compare items, bags, and the significant figure they determined.  

· Students will complete a Venn diagram comparing the two figures.

· Students will come together as a whole group and share the items, their conclusions and why they made their decision.
· Students will share the similarities and differences between the two people they compared.

· Students will work individually on a writing piece about one of the significant people discussed and must include examples of significant events, experiences, and any of their major contributions to society and history.
· Students will have the opportunity to research their chosen person on the computers and search for additional information in a variety of texts.
